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RESUMO: O presente estudo teve como objetivo estabelecer a fundamentação teórica dos 
estudos bíblicos adventistas e levantar a história das principais séries publicadas em português 
pela Igreja Adventista do Sétimo Dia no Brasil, de 1921 a 2001. Analisou criticamente também 
estas séries através de comparação e contraste. Na análise de 94 séries bíblicas, se levou em 
consideração as diferentes ênfases dadas aos temas de conversão, doutrinação e estilo de 
vida, as quais foram estudadas no contexto dos diferentes períodos históricos em que 
surgiram. Relacionado a este propósito, buscou-se identificar as tendências de cada época, e 
apresentar sugestões a respeito do enfoque teológico ideal que as novas séries devem ter. 
Também foram consideradas as condições a serem cumpridas para o batismo, com base em 
um breve estudo exegético de Mateus 28:19 e 20 e na leitura contextualizada dos batismos 
mencionados no Novo Testamento.

BIBLE STUDY SERIES OF THE SEVENTH-DAY ADVENTIST CHURCH IN BRAZIL: A BRIEF HISTORY AND A 
COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF THEIR CONTENT 
ABSTRACT: The purpose of the present study was to establish the theoretical foundation of the 
Seventh-day Adventist Bible-study series and to restore the history of the main series published 
in Portuguese by the Seventh-day Adventist Church in Brazil from 1921 to 2001, as well as to 
provide a critical analysis of those series by means of comparison and contrast. This analysis 
considered the different emphases placed on the themes of conversion, doctrination, and 
lifestyle in 94 series, which were studied in the context of different historical periods in which 
they were produced. Related to this purpose, the study tried to identify the tendencies of each 
period and to present suggestions about the ideal theological focus that new series should 
have. Based on a brief exegesis of Matthew 28:19, 20, and on a contextual reading of the 
baptisms mentioned in the New Testament, this study considered also the conditions to be 
fulfilled prior to baptism. 
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
